Hot Stuff (Fire Pillar) 

Several hints scattered throughout the setting should lead you to Billy Joel: Bill on the piano, 

John at the bar (both references to “Piano Man”). Bill mentions a “storm front coming on the 

radio”, which is similar to a line from the Billy Joel song “Storm Front”. 

 

When you solve the trivia, you’ll notice that they’re on odd assortment of names. If they don’t 

ring a bell, you can search on them, finding that they all occur in the song, “We Didn’t Start the 

Fire” by Billy Joel. “We Didn’t Start the Fire” was first released on the album, Storm Front, 

confirming your finding. The song will provide the order to your trivia answers. 

 

The sign over the bar says: Once you have your order, please wait and take in the ambience. 

As you’ve been gathering your answers, Bill has been singing his song, where every line has a 

number reference. Use these to index against the list of trivia answers in song order.
